FEBRUARY 24, 2009 STUYVESANT PARENTS’ ASSOCIATION GENERAL MEETING MINUTES
1. � e meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by PA Co-President Paola de 
Kock.

2. Paola addressed the soft attendance, pointing out that Middle Schools 
were simultaneously conducting their Parent/Teacher Conferences. A well 
publicized presidential speech was also scheduled to air that evening.

3. � e Department of Education has sent out 989 off ers of admission, which 
is more than in the past. Stuy already has 3,248 students, and the number is 
likely to increase signifi cantly given the diffi  cult economy. � e school, which 
was designed to accommodate 2,835 students, is already extremely crowded.  
After 2 p.m. when the cafeteria closes, students can be seen sprawled in 
the hallways. Letters from students who have chosen to accept a seat at 
Stuyvesant High School are due back on � ursday, February 26th.

4. By September 2009, Stuyvesant will have absorbed cuts totaling $1.3 
million, as compared to February 2008.  Moreover, Stuyvesant is not likely to 
benefi t from the forthcoming federal stimulus money, which is likely to be 
targeted to underperforming schools.

NYC Schools Chancellor, Joel Klein has virtually ignored the needs of schools 
that serve high-performing kids. Not surprisingly, the city’s best high schools 
are showing signs of this neglect: for example, the number of Intel Semi-
fi nalists from NYC schools, including Stuy, Bronx Sci, and Brooklyn Tech, 
has dropped by roughly half since Chancellor Klein took offi  ce.  In addition, 
every NYC high school that used to rank among US News & World Report’s 
Best 100 Public High Schools has declined signifi cantly in the rankings 
(Stuyvesant dropped from 15th to 23rd; NEST +M dropped out altogether).  

5. Paola asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the January 20, General 
Meeting. � e motion was seconded and carried unanimously.

6. � e College Committee Chairs were unable to attend the meeting. 
However, Corresponding Secretary Dave Gibson presented on the 
committee’s behalf. Mr. Gibson announced a trip to fi ve colleges that is 
scheduled for March 28th and 29th. � e trip will include visits to Princeton, 
UPenn, Johns Hopkins, Georgetown and GW.  All juniors are welcome to 
attend, and any remaining available space will be aff orded to sophomores on 
a fi rst come/fi rst serve basis. Students should see Mrs. Archie to sign-up. 

� e College Handbook will be distributed shortly to all juniors at no charge, 
and extra copies will be off ered for sale to sophomores for $10. � e College 
Handbook is the most important college related document that students will 
receive during their tenure at Stuy.  

College Night is scheduled to take place on April 30. � is important event is 
specifi cally geared to junior families. (Due to the anticipated heavy turnout, 
families of freshmen and sophomores should not attend.) 

7. Treasurer Silvia Rivas was unable to attend and Assistant Treasurer 
Albert Gavalis presented in her stead.  He explained that an Interim PA 
Financial Report was submitted to Principal Teitel, in accordance with DOE 
regulations. A copy of the report was distributed at the meeting. Mr. Gavalis 
off ered a general overview of the PA fi nancial information, including a brief 
summary of fundraising results.

8. PA Second Vice President, Cathy Minuse, discussed preparations 
for the upcoming PA election of Executive Board positions and SLT 
Representatives. According to its bylaws, the PA must form a Nominating 
Committee in order to recruit potential candidates as well as manage 
the election process. � e work of the committee includes publicizing the 
election, canvassing parents to run, and counting the ballots. Members of the 
Nominating Committee may not run in the spring elections, but may later 
run for the Parent-at-Large positions which are voted upon in the fall. Cathy 
Minuse and Florri Levy, as Executive Board member appointments to the 
committee, were ratifi ed by the membership. In addition, Cathy announced 
that two other PA members had agreed, prior to the meeting, to serve on 
the Nominating Committee, while a fi fth committee member was solicited 
during Ms. Minuse’s presentation. 

9. � e School Leadership Team (SLT) composed of faculty, student, and 
parent leaders met in advance of the General Meeting. Due to unusually 
low turn-out, there was no quorum, and therefore, an unoffi  cial meeting was 
conducted. Key points included an update on the CEP goal of “writing across 
the curriculum,” as well as a proposal to convert a portion of the library to an 
additional classroom. Mr. Teitel gave a brief tour of the proposed space, and 
indicated that part of the reason for the conversion is that it is not possible 
for library personnel to adequately supervise the area.

10. A question was raised as to whether our fundraising eff orts are on track 
as compared with last year. Mr. Gavalis addressed the question by stating 
that we are doing well, but could be performing even better, since the stated 
goal is to solicit $500 dollars from each Stuyvesant family. By funding a 
variety of programs and initiatives, we are essentially supplementing the 
DOE budget. Last year, our Annual Appeal brought in $190,000; this year 
we are at $130,000. We prefer to have the money in-hand before we create 
a budget for the following year. PA money cannot go to pay for classroom 
instruction, but assists in many other ways.

PA Co-President, Susan Mendelsohn pointed out that we need to fi nd 
more ways to generate revenue without spending money or exerting too 
much energy. A great way for the PA to increase income is to encourage 
the membership to enroll in OneCause.com, the online shopping network 
that donates a percentage of the total amount spent at over 500 vendors 
to the purchaser’s specifi ed organization. � e participating vendors 
include such companies as eBay and Amazon, as well as many others. � e 
Stuyvesant PA must be named as the benefi ciary. Purchasers must access the 
merchant’s website through OneCause.com; to avoid forgetting to do so, it is 
recommended that members install the special OneCause toolbar. 

11. Paola introduced the evening’s program, which was dedicated to the 
issue of safety at Stuy. � e program included a presentation by Principal 
Teitel, as well as two additional speakers, Dr. Linda Moskin from the NYS 
Department of Health, concerning Health Protocols in NYC Schools and 
Jill Greenbaum, Stuy PA Alumna and founder of Schools Unite Network 
(SUN), an organization dedicated to raising awareness and promoting safety 
in our schools. 

12. � e meeting adjourned at 8:35 pm.
